 John Eldredge shares in his book;  Waking the Dead, that to live 
in ignorance of spiritual warfare is the most dangerous thing a per-
son can do.  He a goes on to say that you can’t escape spiritual 
warfare simply because you refuse to fight it.  The bottom line is, 
you are going to have to fight for your heart.  Christ warns us in 
John 10:10 “The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy: I 
came that they may have life, and have it abundantly.  So, as we 
shared with our sisters from the Church of The Nazarene, allow the 
Holy Spirit to reveal the lies you may be entertaining —lies that may be cheating 
you out of the abundant life He offers.  Then you’ll be at home in Christ this side 
of “The Rainbow”. 

 Proverb 4:23 tells us “Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of  
life.” When we first believed how many of us were told this truth? Were you told 
to guard the Good Deposit when you first accepted it? 

 2 Timothy 1:13-14 “What you heard from me, keep as the pattern of sound teaching, with faith and love in Christ 
Jesus.  Guard the good deposit that was entrusted to you—guard it with the help of the Holy Spirit who lives in us.”  
The good deposit is our faith and it’s been entrusted to us - living and dwelling within each believer with the help of 
the living word.  Why would it be entrusted to us? Because it not only trains and equips us, but the truth of scripture 
guards our identity in Christ; guarding our hearts against the enemy we are kept at home in Christ.
